Chipping Norton RUFC – Insurance

The Club is a member of the RFU and as such benefits from an umbrella insurance policy that covers

its players, managers and coaches, officials and other representatives whilst engaged on Club

authorised activities.

The activities must fall within the RFU Rules and Regulations. Failure to abide by the Rules may result

in the insurance being invalidated.

The umbrella cover provides against death and permanent total disability and the benefits are really to

cover catastrophic injury and general public and employer's liability.

We have been asked if a player who has not paid subs is insured. The answer is that any Club Team

undertaking an authorised event, such as an organised match, will be covered by the Club's

compulsory playing insurance. So just to avoid doubt if you have ‘guest players’ they will be covered.

However, it is also the case that the Club, through its committee, will withdraw its authorisation and

authority for individuals who have not duly paid subscriptions and continue to not pay from being

authorised to be selected to play. If such individuals then play in contravention of the Club's approval

then the availability of cover for the individual and the team may be caste in some doubt. We would

wish to avoid this if at all possible.

This should not arise because anyone and everyone playing should be paying their subs or making

arrangements with their age group coach or manager to correct any anomaly; and as we said ‘guest

players’ are welcome.

Additional personal accident insurance is available to protect against the financial effects of sports

injuries. Insurance brokers Marsh have introduced a sports injury for amateurs short term injury cover.

RFU guidelines suggest that whilst the compulsory cover provides benefits for permanent total

disablement in the region of £500,000. These days many more times that limit may be the minimum

required to assist in the major lifestyle changes that could be required after a serious injury.

It is not economic nor a requirement of the RFU for the Club to take out such additional top-up for

each and every player. That additional insurance is available.

For instance, an injury may be caused which requires extensive or expensive dental treatment. The

umbrella cover would not ordinarily allow for any compensation in respect of broken or dislocated

bones or torn ligaments or additional physiotherapy. Individual players may be liable for an injury

caused to another person and the additional insurance may extend cover to include personal liability

and legal expenses. Again, if you visit the RFU website these issues are covered.

Subject to the Rules and Regulations of the RFU, Chipping Norton RUFC is covered all year round,

including pre-season training and open days. All organised fixtures and activities taking place at the

Club fall within RFU Rules and Guidelines and so have the benefit of cover.
